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NATIONAL HOCKEY LEAGUE
PLAYERS ELIGIBILTY CHECKLIST

Players must meet the following criteria to be eligible for the NHL.

Local Player:
· A registered (financial) member of a club affiliated with a NZ Association

· Must have played at least 10 weeks and a minimum of 10 matches of official club competition in their Association immediately prior to the commencement of the NHL

Local Player - Non NZ Citizen:
· Fulfilled the above criteria under “Local Player”

· Obtained a ‘No Objection Certificate’ from their National Association

Association to Association Transfer – Local Player:
· Fulfilled the above criteria under “Local Player”

· Completed an “Association to Association Transfer Form”
· Hasn’t played for another Region at a HNZ tournament in 2011

Returning from Overseas – Local Player:
· NZ Citizen (NZ Permanent Resident or Passport holder)

· Has not represented another country at U-21 or senior international level
· Playing in the NHL for the NZ Association they were last affiliated with or as a guest player with the approval of the Association they were last affiliated to
National Squad – Region of Origin Player:
· Current National Squad member

· Completed a “Region of Origin Form” by the stipulated date

· Meets the criteria of the Agreement - financial, not currently serving a ban or suspension.  
Region of Origin Player:
· NZ Citizen (NZ Permanent Resident or Passport holder)

· A registered (financial) member of a club affiliated with a NZ Association

· Completed a “Region of Origin Form” by the stipulated date 

· Meets the criteria of the Agreement - financial, not currently serving a ban or suspension
Guest Player – Local:
· Fulfilled the above criteria under “Local Player”

· Completed a “Guest Player Agreement Form” by the stipulated date
· Meets the criteria of the Agreement (financial, made themselves available for their registered Association, not currently serving a ban or suspension)
· The team wishing to use the Guest Player is not exceeding the Guest Player quota (max. 6 of which 2 may be International Guest Players)

Guest Player – International
· Non–NZ Citizen

· A registered (financial) member of an overseas hockey club 
· Completed an “International Guest Player Agreement Form” by the stipulated date
· Meets the criteria of the Agreement (financial, not currently serving a ban or suspension)

· The team wishing to use the Guest Player is not exceeding the Guest Player quota (max. 6 of which 2 maybe International Guest Players)

Dispensation
· Players who do not meet the above criteria due to injury, medical, education and vocational reasons or unforeseen circumstances may apply to the Hockey New Zealand CEO for dispensation.  A decision will be at the discretion of Hockey New Zealand.
NOTE – 
No player may participate in the NHL if they are currently serving a ban or suspension.
