All associations to send through their representative match turf charges for the 2010 season to Auckland to be collated and circulated out to all associations.

Other Business 

Youth Council:

Hockey NZ currently have a Facilities Capability Review in progress.

Feedback from Tournaments – HNZ currently collates the information and presents it to the youth Council, but Paul was unsure if this feedback is being forwarded to Associations.

Allocation of Tournaments to Associations:
Paul advised that the Youth Council receives a schedule from HNZ

· HNZ do checks on facilities prior to the presentation of the schedule at the Youth Council Meeting
· The process for making tournament allocations to Associations is being revisited by HNZ

· HNZ will endeavour to have the final allocations schedule out to associations by May/June the year prior to the tournament.

The Collier Tournament for allocation for 2010 is confirmed as Timaru.
Poverty Bay:

Poverty Bay has written to HNZ to ask that they be affiliated to the Midlands Region.  Poverty Bay is also wishing to be included in the Northern Region, to give their players the exposure to turf hockey and stronger matches.

Areas of concern for Northern Region:  9 Associations in the Representative Programme. Travel distance for some associations would be a big issue.

Suggestion for 2010 is that the provinces nearest to Poverty Bay set up local representative exchanges.  
Accommodation – Hamilton Boys High School facility was used by the Bay of Plenty boys at the 2009 U16 Boys tournament and they found the facility was not good enough.

AIMS Tournament – Tauranga has received feedback on the AIMS draw.  As a consequence, it is understood the entries for hockey for this tournament will limited to 12 Boys and 12 Girls teams.  It will be difficult to avoid some conflict between N/R rep programme events and AIMS but some appropriate pre-planning may be able to reduce this.
Administration Conference:

Denise advised that she had expressed her concerns about that the combining of the AGM and the Administrators Conference. She was advised that they would wait to see if they had any other feedback from other associations.

D. Simpson to write to HNZ to express the concerns from the Northern Region about the timing and combining of the AGM and the Administrators’ Conference.
